While the Village does  not currently have a By 
Law  regarding the use of such vehicles, the Alberta 
Traffic Safety Act does apply. The most important 
provisions are repeated here for your information: A 

person less than 14 shall not drive an off-highway 

vehicle on public property unless supervised by 

someone 18 or over , who is either riding passenger 

or in a vehicle near by. There are headlamp, tail 

lamp and muffler requirements too. Owners must be 

aware of these restrictions. No off-highway vehicle is 

to be driven on public or private property without 

permission. Please drive responsibly and respect 

private and public (Village/campground) property. 

The RCMP is to be called by anyone observing 

violations within the Village boundaries.
